Beginning

You need to have at least one children’s book that contains a minimum of three characters who actually speak during the story.  Here is an example of what a character speaking looks like:

The frog walked down the road and saw Mr. Toad sitting on a log.

“Hello!” said the frog, “would you like to join me for a walk?”
The total length when read out loud should be around 2-3 minutes (no longer).  Avoid familiar fairy tales (Cinderella, Snow White, etc.) and books that use popular TV characters (Dora, SpongeBob, etc.).
